GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The Caribbean  and North American Area Council of the World Communion of 


Reformed Churches is composed of 20 member churches in the Caribbean, 


Canada, and U.S. region.   The Area Council is the regional expression of the

World Communion, and, thus, serves as a critical forum and platform for 


member churches of the WCRC to engage the core priorities of


each septennial General Council of the World Communion of Reformed


Churches.  The Area Council ordinarily meets every two years.  Between


Area Council assemblies, a representative Steering Committee provides

coordination of the work of the Area Council, liaison with the


WCRC Executive Committee (especially Executive Cmte members residing in the
CANAAC region and the regional vice president), WCRC Secretariat,

CANAAC member churches, and other regional councils.

The Convener of the Area Council is also convener of the Steering Committee,


and a member of the WCRC Executive Committee.


The Uniting General Council of the World Communion of Reformed Churches


(June 2010) set as an essential policy direction that most of the work of the

WCRC will take place in and with regional councils as a way


and means to contextualize the core priorities of communion and justice


with and in the member churches of the WCRC, to connect the WCRC

and member churches closer together in mutual collaboration.

As the CANAAC Assembly prayerfully considers who will serve on the


Steering Committee and who will serve as its officers for the 2011-2013 biennium,


church delegations are asked to carefully consider those persons who not only 


are willing, but who possess the skills, gifts, experience, and character to serve

CANAAC, its member churches, and the WCRC “for such a time as this.”

NOMINATING COMMITTEE: To be elected on September 24

On September 24, the CANAAC Assembly convenes. One of the first orders


of business will be the election of a Nominating Committee composed of 2 delegates


from Canada, 2 from the United States, and 3 from the Caribbean.  Member churches


are asked to prayerfully consider whom among your delegations would be


able/willing to serve on the Nominating Committee.  Those delegates serving on the

Nominating Committee shall not be eligible for nomination/election to the Steering Cmte.


Shortly after the convening of the Assembly, delegates will meet by region: 

North America and the Caribbean; in the regional caucuses, delegations will discuss


and discern those persons whom they wish to nominate to serve on the Nominating


Committee.  Following the meeting of the regional caucuses, delegates will reconvene


in the Assembly and nominate persons to serve on the Nominating Committee.


If there are no further nominations, the Assembly will proceed to elect the Nominating


Committee.  The Committee will meet at the earliest possible moment to elect amongst

themselves a chairperson/convener.  The Committee may solicit nominations from

delegations. Churches may meet by regional caucuses to lift up persons from within


their region to the Nominating Committee.
STEERING COMMITTEE & OFFICERS: To be elected on September 29

A 6-12 member Steering Committee shall be elected to serve for the next biennium, 
which 
shall include:

· Convener (a delegate from the Caribbean)

· Deputy Convener


· Treasurer (from the United States, not necessarily a delegate)


On September 29, the Nominating Committee will present a slate of nominees


to the CANAAC Assembly.  Floor nominations will be accepted.  

The Assembly shall insure that the Steering Committee being elected will


be diverse: gender (half of the members are to be women), geography (proper 


balance of Caribbean, Canada, U.S.), youth (under the age of 30), minister/lay,

racial ethnic.

If there are more nominees than slots available, the election shall proceed by secret ballot.


If there are an exact number of nominees for slots available and which are in compliance

with the diversity requirements discussed above, the Assembly may choose to elect


those nominees by unanimous acclamation.

The new Steering Committee and officers shall assume office upon their installation at 

the closing worship service on the evening of September 29.
